• photo booth
• a DJ
• Council Information tent



There will be toilets, including an accessible 
toilet at the Rouse Hill Town Centre.

My support person or the events crew can 
show me where the toilets are.
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It might feel very busy and noisy.

There will be lots of people and lots 
of different sounds including:

• music and singing
• musical instruments from the marching 

bands
• announcements on microphones
• the siren from the fire truck
• clapping and cheering.
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I can wear my headphones to help with the 
noise.

I can go to the back of the crowd where it 
might not feel so busy or so noisy.
